The Flea Market Will Crowd náměstí Míru in Prague on Saturday Again

The enthusiastic response to the July flea market July in náměstí Míru and the crowds it drew was an excellent reward for the courage of its organizers and not least the Prague 2 municipality. And it confirmed that the event was fully justified. Its second run will take place on 29 August.
With the first run past us, 75% of all sales spots have been sold out a week before the flea market’s second run. Also the goods on offer look very promising according to the organizers. The space rented to private vendors will multiply this time offering household items, used apparel, various old stuff, records. Professional vendors will participate too, selling mainly antiques or collector items. 50 vendors have committed to participating so far. One of those planning to sell something just for the fun of it is a Czech music legend, the ex-conductor of the Prague Children’s Choir, Mr. Čestmír Stašek.
Vendors who are retired and children pay a symbolic price for renting a sales spot and in particular the retired are very interested to sell. Judging from the forms filled out, pensioners will sell mainly used apparel, ceramics and household items while children – under their parents’ surveillance – will offer used toys, CDs and other „treasures“ of theirs. 

A new section has been created for vendors of jewelry, knit items or original inventions such as a special apple-harvesting tool presented at the July flea market. This section has been called ‚Hand and Head Made‘ by the organizers. And of them has commented: „we have set up this section as a response to the numerous requests by people who invent and manufacture various specific items just for the sake of it and would like to share them with a wider audience, not just their friends. We will see how it goes after this upcoming market and decide whether this can be a beginning of a new tradition.“
Its organizers estimate that the July’s flea market was attended by at least 2,000 visitors. „A lot depends on the weather. If it is good and given that everyone should be back from vacation, we reckon the number to be even higher,“ the organizers have commented.
A third run of the flea market is planned to take place on Saturday 26 September. It is probable that on this date it will exceptionally move to the riverside below Palackého náměstí due to the upcoming general elections and the election campaign meetings that will take place on all major squares in Prague. We will keep everyone posted on the exact location, of course,“ the organizers commented.
